Being in the enjoyment of the

These things caused me to
doubt whether the before

These things were a very great
trial to my faith, because of th
seeming impossibility for the
land of Zion to be redeemed in
a short time indicated through
the  gifts, without the
intervention of the power of
God. These thoughts caused me
to exclaim, "Oh, Lord, why
suffer Thy people to be tried so
severely in this maéer? Why
not reveal unto Thy people that
which will relieve them of this

He said all those whose words
had been just and true, all
those in whose hearts there
was no gud or deceit, can
abide the judgment. He also
told me that the following
characters could not abide the
judgment: All those that forgive
with their lips, but not with
their hearts; all those who have
not spoken the true sentiments
of their own hearts.

Then He said,It' is wisdom in

In this statement of the

purpose of the Book of
Mormon, my attention was
called to the fact that three
separate and distinct people
are mentions First, remnant of

the House of Israel; Second,
Jews; Third, Gentile.| had

always taken this statement to
refer to the American Indian
only, when it spoke of a
remnant of the House of Israel.
The interpretation was shown
me that night, that this was
referring in particular to the

Ten Lost Tribesvho are called



Israel afterthe death of King
Solomon. You can confirm this
by reading Il Kings 1532, as
well as many more scriptures
concerning Israel. From the
time of the death of King
Solomon, Judah was no longer
called Israel. The name from
that time forth referred to the
Ten-Tribe kingdom to the north
of Jerusalem. The two tribes at
Jerusalem were called Judah.

My attention was called to Il
Nephi 9:126.

'‘And it shall come to pass in
that day, that the Lord shall
set His hand again the
second time to recover the
remnant of Hs people,

which shall be left from
Assyria, and from Egypt,
and from Pathros, and from
Cush, and from Elam, and
from Shinar, and from
Hamath, and from the

islands of the sea.™

The Ten Tribes were carried
captive to Assyria and disap
peared from there Micha 5:8

says:

'‘And the remnant of Jacob
shall be among the Gentiles
in the midst of many

people, as a lion among the
beasts of the forest, as a
young lion among the flocks
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of sheep; who if he go
through, both treadeth
down, and teareth in
pieces, and none can
deliver.’

It was pointed out to me that
this not only referred to Judah,
but in particular tolsrael, the

Ten Tribes.Then my attention
was called to this scripture:
Jeremiah 23:3.

‘And | will gather the
remnant of My flock out of
all countries whiter | have
driven them, and will bring
them again to their folds;
and they shall be fruitful
and increase...And | will set
up shepherds over them
which shall feed them; and
they shall fear no more, nor
be dismayed, neither shall
they be lacking, saith the
Lord...Behold, the days
come, saith the Lord, that |
will raise unto David a
righteous Branch, and a
King shall reign and
prosper, and shall execute
judgment and justice in the
earth...In His days Judah
shall be saved, and Israel
shall dwell safely; and this
His name whereby He shall
be called, THE LORD OF
RIGHTEOUSNESS.'



The reader will notice here that
the plural of folds is used.
Referring to both the Jews in
Palestine, and the remnant of
the House of Israel to Joseph's
land. Verse 8:

‘..but, the Lod Iliveth,
which brought up and
which led the seed of the
House of Israel out of the
north country, and from all
countries whither | had
driven them; and they shall
dwell in their own land.'

Judah is the land promised
through Abraham, Isaac and
Jacob, butisrael now refers to
the Ten Lost Tribesto be
gathered to a land promised
through Jacob to Latter Day
Israel [the Ten Lost Tribes],
called Joseph's land. Read
Genesis 49:26.

The blessings of thy father
have prevailed above the
blessings of my progenitors
unto the utmost bound of
the everlasting hills; they
shall be on the head of
Joseph, and on the crown of
the head of him that was
separate from his brethren.’

Now turn to Genesis 48, and
begin with verse 14.the
blessing of Joseph's sons by his
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father, Isael. [vs. 20 in Inspired
Version]:

'‘And Israel stretched out his
right hand, and laid it upon
Ephraim's head, who was
the younger, and his left
hand upon Manasseh's

head, guiding his hands
wittingly; for Manasseh was
the firstborn.' Verse 22:

'the angel which redeemed
me from all evil, bless the
lads; and let my name be
named on them, and the
name of my fathers,
Abraham and Isaac; and let
them grow into a multitude
in the midst of the earth.’

Here we find the name Israel
was placed on the descendants
of Ephraim and Manasseh; they
became the leaders of the Ten
Tribe kingdom, and were to be
leaders in the restoration of



Israel in the last days. Read
Jeremiah 31 on the restoration
of Israel. Vs. 9states: "And
Ephraim is my firsborn.’

| was shown that the preface to
the Book of Mormon referred
not only to the Jew, Gentile,
and American Indian, but also
to the Ten Lost Tribes now

called Israel. This people, Israel,

had lost their identity. Hosea
7:8 reads:

'‘Ephraim, he hath mixed
himself among the people;'
Read all of it. Hosea 9:17:
"My God will cast them
away, because they did not
hearken unto Him; and they
shall be wanderers among
the nations.’

Judah had always known who
their forefathers were, but
Israel had lost her identity, and
had become wanderers among
the nations, mixed among the
people. Their identity could
only be revealed by a revelation
from God. This came about in
the same manner as is
mentioned in Nehemiah 7:64
65:

"They sought their register
among those that were
reckoned by genealogy, but
it was not found; therefore
were they, as polluted, put
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from the priesthood. And
the Tirshata said unto them,
that they should not eat of
the most holy things till
there stood um priest with
Urim and Thummim...'

When a priest stood up again in
the last days with the Urim and
Thummim (a priest of the
lineage of Ephraim), the
descendants of Israel [Latter
Day Israel], began to be
revealed from among the
nations, where they had méd
themselves,...This  happened
when Joseph Smith, a literal
descendant of Ephraim re-
ceived the Urim and Thummim
along with the plates of the
Book of Mormon. The next
scripture that my attention was
called to is found in Jeremiah
31:68:

‘For there shalbe a day,
that the watchman upon
the Mount Ephraim shall
cry, Arise ye, and let us go
up to Zion unto the Lord our
God. for thus saith the Lord;
Sing with gladness for



Jacob, and shot among the
CHIEF OF NATIONS:
PUBLISH YE, praise ye, and
say, O Lord, sav they
people, the remnant of
Israel. Behold, | will bring
them from the North
Country, and gather them
from the coasts of the
earth, and with them the
blind and the lame, the
woman with child and her
that travaileth with child
together; a great company
shall return thither. They
shall come with weeping,
and with supplications will |
lead them; | will cause them
to walk by the rivers of
water in the straight way,
wherein they shall not
stumble; for | am a father to
Israel, and Ephraim is My
first-born.

As | read this scripture that
night, several things seemed to
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stand out as | had never seen
them before.

"All of Jacob's offspring
now to be gathered, Judah
to Palestine, and Israel to
Mount Ephraim, [Joseph's
land]. Would it be too much
to say the U.S.A., thehief
of nations?

I WILL BRING THEM FROM
THE NORTH COUNTRY

Who? The remnant of
Israel. "And gather them
from the coasts of the
earth.'

The prophet saw Latter Day
Israel to be gathered from
the nations of the earth
where Ephraim had mixed
himself with the people,
especially from the coun
tries north of Palestine,
where the prophet was
standing when he gave the



prophecy. The people of
the United States came
from the coasts of all the
earth, but principally from
countries of Europe where |
saw Israel deppear among
other peoples.

'EPHRAIM IS MY FIRST
BORN

Jacob gave Ephraim the
birthright, for Jacob's oldest
son, Reuben, had lost the
birthright through trans
gression. Now this birth
right is to be exercised in

the restoration of the
gospel in the lastdays.
Isaiah 11:1113

"And it shall come to pass in
that day, that the Lord shall
set His hand again the
second time to recover the
remnant of His people,
which shall be left from
Assyria, and from Egypt,
and from Pathros, and from
Cush, and from Elam, dn
from Shinar, and from
Hamath, and from the
islands of the sea. And He
shall set up an ensign for
the nations, [Zion] and shall
assemble the outcasts of
Israel, and gather together
the dispersed of Judah from
the four corners of the
earth. The envy of Jad
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shall depart, and the
adversaries of Judah shall
be cut off; Ephraim shall not
envy Judah, and Judah shall
not vex Ephraim.’

Notice that both the outcasts of
Israel (TenTribes) and Judah
are to be gathered when this
ensign is raised up. Now the
envy Jdah had of Ephraim,
after Ephraim had received the
birthright from father Jacob,
would no longer exist, neither
would the offspring ofEphraim
(now called Latter Day Israel)
envy Judah, (Jews), over their
possession of PalestineAlso,
"The adversaries of Judah shall
be cut off." This is happening
today.

[l Nephi 9:49, 50:

House of Israel, pointing to
the covenant which should
be fulfiled in the latter
days; which covenant the
Lord made to our father,
